Introduction Exercise

Ah, the first day of lab… with Vista machines… and yet another log in name and password to remember.  If this is your first Vista experience, you might notice upon opening this document that Microsoft Word looks strange.  We’ll learn more on Word next week.  Today you’ll be introduced to some groovy Windows tips and tricks and some Vista features (and maybe some bugs, too).  

The first thing we want to show you is that in the classrooms in Boyd 201, along with the open lab in 307(Not 307A!!), you will have access to your personal network storage drive, the I drive.  This will allow you to access your work no matter the computer that you log in to, as long as it is in one of those 2 rooms listed.  Therefore, all work you do in lab should be stored on the I drive.

The first Keyboard Shortcut (Windows Logo + E)

To explore the files on your I drive, we need to open up My Computer (apparently just called “Computer” in Vista).  The Windows Keyboard shortcut for doing this is to hold down the Windows Logo button on your keyboard (it looks like this: [image: image1.png]


), then tap the E button once.  This will bring up a window showing the hard disk on this computer (the C: drive), removable devices like the DVD ROM drive (the D: drive), and a list of network locations.  In the list of network locations, you should see a drive labeled with your name, along with its location on our network, and its drive letter (I:). Double click on the I drive to open it and explore its contents.  Right now, you may only see two folders, myprofile and myprofile.V2, but at the end of this exercise, there should be more files in there as we save our work to this drive.

Windows Exercise and Saving to your I drive
Saving with Vista is different than saving in XP.  To get started on the Windows Exercise: 

1. Open up Internet Explorer 

2. Go to http://www.cs.uga.edu/~rwr/cs1100.html
3. Click on the Laboratories link at the bottom of the page.
4. On the new page, click on the Windows Exercise link, then click SAVE

5. A “Save As” window should pop up

6. Click the “Browse Folders” down list arrow at the bottom of the window

7. Click the “Computer” link on the left hand side of the window

8. Double click your I drive.

9. Click the Save button.

10. After the file saves to your I drive, click the Open button.
