About the CSCI 1100 Web Page Assignment

Due date and how to submit

· The web pages are due on Tuesday, July 29 (any time before midnight). The pages are graded by your lab TA, not by your instructor. 

· You do not submit the page to anyone. Instead, install it as your home page myID.myweb.uga.edu, where myID is your University of Georgia MyID (the first part of your University of Georgia email address).  If you already have installed a home page on MyWeb, pick a different URL and communicate this to your TA. You will learn how to upload files to MyWeb in the HTML lab; directions are also included below.
Requirements and grading scheme

· The page must be hand-coded – you may not use a program that writes your HTML for you (examples of forbidden programs are Netscape Composer, Microsoft FrontPage, and Macromedia Dreamweaver).

· The page must validate as either HTML 4.01 Strict or XHTML. See “validation” below.

· Your page subject can be anything you like. Most students like to put up a personal page telling us something about yourself.  You are welcome to submit a page that is part of some activity like a student club or your band. Please do not submit a page that you are also submitting for a grade in some other class.

         To get full credit: Use at least 10 different HTML tags including an image, a table, a link, and a tag that was not covered in the lab handouts. Use at least 3 defined styles, including a property that was not covered in the handouts. Use www.blooberry.com  to find a new tag, but be sure it is a [image: image1.png]MyDrive/MyWeb:
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standard tag (otherwise your page will not validate). If you see the notice shown at the right, then the tag is part of the HTML standard.
         Content: Give us at least three paragraphs of content. Tell us something interesting. There should be some JavaScript (working) in your page.
         Extra credit: Adding media content will get one point extra credit.
Adding separate coherent pages to the index.html pages will     add another one point extra credit.
Validating your Web Page

The W3C maintains a validator page for checking if your code meets proper HTML standards. To use the W3C validator, you must first add the following code at the very top of your HTML file, before the <html> tag:

<!DOCTYPE HTML PUBLIC "-//W3C//DTD HTML 4.01//EN"  
       "http://www.w3.org/TR/html4/strict.dtd">
This tells the validator which version of HTML you are attempting to use. Next, add the following code inside your <head> section:

<META http-equiv="Content-Type" content="text/html;charset=ISO-8859-1">
This tells the validator which character set you are using. “ISO-8859-1” is a modern version of the venerable ASCII character set.
Try adding these lines to your latest HTML file. Then, point a Web browser window at http://validator.w3.org. Use the File Upload interface to validate your file. You may get some hard-to-understand error messages at first; our TAs will be glad to help you out. In general, when you don’t see what’s wrong with a tag, check the HTML reference for that tag. After a few attempts, you should get the hang of it!
Deploying your Web page to MyWeb

UGA maintains space for your personal Web pages on the UGA MyDrive. To get to your personal web space: 

1.      Create your page using Crimson Editor as described in the exercise above. Save the file as index.html. This is the special name for your home page.

2.      Point your browser at http://my.uga.edu. You will need to sign in with your UGA MyID and password.

3.      Click  the MyWeb icon  You will need your MyID and password again (sigh).

Using the folder tree view at left, open the NetStorage folder to see the Home@UGA folder. Open this folder to find the www folder, which will hold your Web pages.
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From the Tools menu, choose Options. Use the Allowed Sites button to add mydrive.uga.edu to the list of sites that are allowed to raise popups (not my.uga.edu).
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6.      Your www folder may already have a file named index.html. This is the default Web page provided by EITS. To avoid overwriting this page, click the checkbox next to index.html and select File/Rename. Change the name to something like index.old. That way you can remember what the file is for!
7.      Now upload your index.html page, using the File/Upload menu item. You should see something like the picture at right. Note that the www folder is open on the left panel, and the index.html file is visible in the right panel. This shows that the file index.html is in the folder www.

8.      If this is successful, you should be able to view your file as http://myid.myweb.uga.edu 

where, of course, “myid” is replaced by your actual UGA MyID.

Putting Music on your Web Page

Several of you have asked how to put music on your Web site. It is not recommended stylistically to put background music on a Web page, unless the page is specifically a music content page (see the first reference below). On the other hand, it is technically cool to do it, and many of you love music as much as I do. So I suggest making a non-musical home page and then linking to separate pages for your favorite musicians, which can be musical.

Music formats: Web browsers themselves can recognize the following formats: .wav, .mid, and .au. You can get a web browser to play .mp3 files using the Quicktime plug-in, if the user has it: see this more advanced example. 

How to get the music file: You can "rip" tracks off of audio CDs, but it will probably save in another format such as .wma. In order to use these "ripped" tracks as background, you must get software that converts to one of the supported formats. Dr. Everett  successfully used Windows Media Player to 'rip' CD tracks and Audacity software to make this Randall Bramblett music fragment. (The Fair Use Doctrine allows him to use fragments of copyrighted materials. To publicly post an entire song would be a ripoff of Randall, who needs to eat as much as anyone!)

Audacity is an excellent freeware audio editing program. It’s on our computers in the PC labs or you can download it at http://download-audacity.org. 

HTML tags: the traditional EMBED tag works, but is deprecated (won’t validate). Use the OBJECT tag instead – it’s really simple if you have an elementary music type that browsers know how to handle. All you need to provide is the data attribute, which is the name of the music file. Check out Dr. Everett’s  Randall Bramblett web page for an example. 

Miscellaneous Student questions and answers:

ALT attribute on image tag

Q: Thanks for your help with the digital pictures. But, when I typed my URL on the validation page, it came back saying that it was not valid because i didn't use the "ALT" attribute with my pictures and I have no idea what it's talking about. Just wondering 

A: The "ALT" attribute is a short text string that describes the picture, in case your user is blind or the image file is not available. Use it like this:

Image too big

Q: I've made a digital photo of myself, but it shows up way too big on the Web page. How do I make it smaller?

A: It's easy. Just open the file with an image editing program. Microsoft Paint will work if you don't have anything else -- it's in the Accessories program group. Then change the size of the image to something smaller. (In Paint this is in the Image menu). Be sure to preserve the ratio of length to width. Then save the file as a different name, so you still have the original too-big version in case you need it.
